cator.  Below the colored indicator will be the number of assignments the student is behind, if 

any.  You can view all activity scores and due dates by clicking the blue ñviewò link.   This report 

will show all the assignments, the dates they should have been completed by, as well as the date 

completed and score. 

5. Students are welcome to catch up on delinquent assignments from home; however, if he or she 

does not pass in three attempts, the student will need to meet with the instructor in order to pro-

ceed.  If students take careful notes, there should be no need for a reset.  Finals may never be 

taken remotely.
